With a great dismay we have to announce that the Islamic republic’s repression and torture
machinery has claimed the life of another Kurdish freedom fighter, Mr Kaveh Azizpour. On 25" of
January 2006 the security forces surrounded Mr Kaveh Azizpour’s home, arrested him at the charge
of membership of the Kurdistan Democratic party, and then taken him to the ministry of
information for integration in the city of Mehabad. After a period of extensive use of force and
torture he was sentenced to three years imprisonment at the so-called the Revolutionary Court. Mr
Azizpour fell ill as a result of the torture and his health was severely deteriorated after spending one
year of his sentence. His ill-health condition was forced the Islamic regime regional authority to
release him for a treatment. He was admitted to hospital and diagnosed that he needed at least two
months treatments at high independency ward in hospital but the security forces taken him back to
the prison after only forty-eight hours. Unfortunately comrade Azzizpour passed away on 15/16
May 2008.

With losing comrade Kaveh Azizpour, the Kurdistan Democratic party has lost one of its royal and
active members in the city of Mehabad. His brave resistance under torture and inhuman treatment
of the Islamic authority will be remembered forever, and we take this opportunity to pay respect to
heroic resistance of all political prisoners.
